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An approach to resolving the crisis with 
minimal suffering to people 

The people of Sri Lanka are caught in an unprecedented social, 
economic and political crisis. The prices of essential commodities 
are soaring with the Colombo Consumer Price Index indicating 
46.6 percent food inflation. It is difficult to obtain LP gas for 
cooking even at the recently doubled price. Power cuts have 
paralyzed daily life. Large and small industries that rely on 
consistent electricity supplies are struggling to function. Long 
queues of vehicles at fuel stations may be seen across the 
country. Shortages of medical supplies and drugs are being 
reported from multiple hospitals. People collapse and die in 
queues. Those who protest injustice are subjected to unjustified 
force by the Police. The Maha Nayakas of all three Nikayas of 
the Buddhist Sangha expressed their serious concern about 
these matters in their communication to the President on 20th 
of April 2022. 

Examples are many of mistakes made by the government which 
have exacerbated the crisis. Announcing the intention of making 
Sri Lanka the first country to convert agriculture to 100% organic 
methods, the government banned the use of inorganic fertilizer 
and agrochemicals but ended up wasting USD 6.7 million on 
unusable organic fertilizer. Among the other outcomes were 
sharp increases in food imports and reversal of decades of effort 
to build self-sufficiency in food. The government’s efforts to 
maintain an artificial exchange rate resulted in the diversion of 
foreign remittances into unofficial channels.         
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The crisis that originated in the economy has now enveloped 
the entire socio-political system. The protests are no longer 
limited to the economic difficulties experienced by the people. 
They extend to assigning responsibility for the destruction of 
the prospects of the younger generation. Awakened citizens 
are actively engaging in politics. A new form of decentralized 
politics has emerged from Galle Face Green and spread across 
the country. Although the President now admits some errors, he 
does not yet accept responsibility. Merely removing the officials 
appointed at his sole discretion after immense damage has been 
caused is inadequate. Ethically, the President is bound to resign, 
as demanded by the protestors. The cabinet that endorsed his 
wrong decisions must accept their part of the responsibility. 

The most prominent demands of the active citizens are for the 
resignation of the President and the political exit of the Rajapaksa 
family. Opinion surveys confirm that these sentiments are 
widespread. The people are demanding an alternative to the 
political system responsible for bringing the country to this 
state. However, Parliament has failed to form a government 
without Rajapaksas to lead the country to recovery. The risk 
of a waning of the public trust in peaceful and constitutional 
solutions is increasing by the day.  

Due to the delay in initiating the process of debt restructuring, 
normalization of day-to-day life in the coming months is not 
possible in the absence of bridge financing. In fact, living 
conditions will worsen, increasing the risk of violence. As the 
communication of the Maha Nayakas of the three Nikayas of 
the 20th of April states, cabinet reshuffles will not suffice. 
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There is considerable overlap between the proposals of the 
Bar Association of Sri Lanka (BASL) published on the 23rd of 
April 2022 and the communiques of the Maha Nayakas of the 
three Nikayas, especially in terms of the interim government of 
national unity and the 20th amendment. The BASL proposes 
an interim government of national unity based on a Common 
Minimum Program (CMP). There are grounds to assume that 
such a modality would meet the expectation of external parties 
able to provide bridge finance and other assistance. It is not 
possible to successfully respond to the challenges of recovering 
from the crisis without a leadership that can regain the trust of 
the people and effectively communicate the necessary actions. 
To recover from the crisis, whilst minimizing the people’s 
suffering, it is essential to have a President and a Prime Minister 
with the required legitimacy and acceptance within the country 
as well as outside. 

The 20th Amendment concentrated all power in the executive 
at the expense of the legislature. The urgency of enacting a 
21st amendment to reverse it was highlighted in the April 
20th communique of the Maha Nayakas of the three nikayas. 
Concentration of power in the executive appears to be a barrier 
to the formation of an all-party government of national unity. 
A cabinet paper to rescind the 20th amendment was submitted 
recently, but was diverted to a committee. In this context, the 
best course of action is the prompt implementation of the 
BASL proposals. Delay will exacerbate the suffering of the 
people. Therefore, the actions proposed by the BASL must be 
implemented in a time-bound manner.    
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The 13 actions proposed by the BASL are summarized below, 
without any changes. The authoritative text is what was 
published by the BASL. Minor changes and improvements are 
proposed in the paragraphs below the summarized actions.

1.	 All actions must be consistent with the Constitution. 

2.	 Government must immediately introduce the 21st 
Amendment to the Constitution by repealing the 
provisions of the 20th Amendment and restoring the 19th 
Amendment. In doing so, the present number of Court of 
Appeal and Supreme Court Judges should remain intact.

3.	 The 21st amendment should stipulate that the appointments 
of the Governor of the Central Bank of Sri Lanka and the 
Monetary Board should be done with the approval of the 
Constitutional Council, and Secretaries to the Ministries to 
be done on the advice of the Prime Minister, and include a 
few other changes.

4.	 Upon enactment of the 21st Amendment to the Constitution 
all Secretaries to Ministries should be reappointed and all 
independent Commissions except the Judiciary Services 
Commission should be reconstituted. 

5.	 The President should not hold any portfolio.

6.	 Abolition of the Executive Presidency as early as possible 
but not later than 15 months. The Executive Presidency 
to be replaced by a Parliamentary form of government, 
where the Prime Minister, as the head of the Government 
and the Cabinet of Ministers is accountable to Parliament. 
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7.	 Establish an Interim Government of National Unity 
consisting of 15 Cabinet Ministers. The Prime Minister 
to be a Member of Parliament who is able to establish 
a consensus among all political parties recognized by 
the Speaker in Parliament on the national economy and 
to enact necessary reforms. If there is no Member of 
Parliament who meets this criteria due to the exigencies 
of the situation a vacancy created by the resignation of 
a National List MP may be used to facilitate the entry 
into Parliament of an individual who meets this criteria 
where there is bi-partisan consensus to appoint a person 
who is not presently a Member of Parliament as the Prime 
Minister.

8.	 For the Interim Government in consultation with all 
relevant Professional/Trade/Civil Society organisations to 
appoint an independent Advisory Council consisting of 15 
qualified professionals from disciplines corresponding to 
the 15 Ministries or relevant to the national economy. All 
major policy decisions are to be taken in consultation with 
the Advisory Council in a transparent manner.

9.	 Rescind the Special Presidential Commission of Inquiry 
(Gazette No. 2212/53 of 29th January 2021) and refrain from 
implementing the recommendations of the Presidential 
Commission of Inquiry (Gazette No. 2157/44 of 9th January 
2020). 

10.	 At the outset the Cabinet of National Unity shall prepare 
a Common Minimum Program (CMP) laying special 
emphasis on caring for the most vulnerable people of Sri 
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Lanka at this time. The CMP will mainly focus on debt 
restructuring, negotiating an IMF program and obtaining 
bridging finance from bilateral partners pending the 
IMF Program; immediate resolution of the shortages of 
essential goods and services; enact legislation on Proceeds 
of Crime; Recovery of State Assets; regulation of political 
parties and campaign finance; remedies including greater 
use of consultative and oversight committees in Parliament 
to address shortcomings of the practice of representative 
democracy, and necessary amendments to the Declaration 
of Assets and Liabilities Law; and complete all necessary 
reforms relating to the conduct of elections expeditiously, 
etc.

11.	 The CMP shall include the abolition of the Executive 
Presidency. 

12.	 A budget presented by the Interim Government will be 
based on the CMP.

13.	 The Government of National Unity will be for a period 
of 18 months and Parliament will be dissolved after that. 
A General Election will be held at the expiry of 6 weeks 
under a caretaker government. 

	 It is no longer possible to postpone the abolition of the 
executive presidency because the majority opinion among 
the people, the political parties, and the youth demand it. It 
is necessary to respond to these demands whilst taking into 
account the impacts on safeguarding the unitary state and 
the balance of power between the center and the provinces, 
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and the inter-relationship with the electoral system. The 
long-discussed code of conduct to regulate the actions of 
political parties and people’s representatives should be 
adopted forthwith. Legal provisions must be enacted to 
limit the campaign expenditures of candidates and political 
parties, to ensure that the relevant accounts are submitted 
in time, and that those violating the rules can be penalized 
in ways including forfeiture of the parliamentary seat. The 
independent Elections Commission must be empowered 
to reject unsuitable candidates and to prevent misuse of 
state resources.  

	 Because the procedure of appointing the Advisory Council 
may lead to frictions and delays, it is suggested that the 
advisors be recommended by the respective minister and 
appointed by Cabinet within the first two weeks. Because 
most urgent issues are economic in nature, the Common 
Minimum Program must be strengthened and approved 
by the Prime Minister at a headline level. This should be 
agreed to by all ministers and advisors as a condition of 
appointment. Working out the details of the CMP should 
be the first task of the Council of Advisors   

	 The President, Prime Minister and the Cabinet are bound 
by a moral duty to resign as part of taking responsibility for 
the damages caused by their actions. This is the demand 
of those protesting across the country. While the former 
Prime Minister was primarily responsible for triggering 
the wave of violence and lawlessness across the country 
was unleashed by the attack on the peaceful protesters, the 
government headed by the President is responsible for not 
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acting to prevent these events and for not mounting an 
effective response once they occurred. Even if the President 
does not resign as he should, the above-described actions 
must be initiated to set the country on the path to recovery. 
The BASL proposals are quickly implementable when 
compared to other proposals. It is recommended that they 
be implemented without delay with consideration being 
given to the minor improvements described above.

	 The unprecedented nature of the crisis enveloping our 
people demands a stable, all-party government capable 
of providing solutions for their everyday problems. 
Therefore, the greater attention paid to actions addressing 
the above concern is understandable. However, if the 
political factors that contributed to this calamity are not 
addressed, such crises are likely to recur. The awareness 
of a need to broaden how active citizens can participate, 
beyond the conventional means provided by representative 
democracy is widespread. The BASL proposals include 
the need to broaden opportunities for citizen participation 
between elections such as consultative and sectoral 
oversight committees. That these ideas are found in 
many other proposals, including the eight-point plan put 
forward by those engaged in the aragalaya at Galle Face 
Green, is evidence their time has come. The silver lining 
of the dark clouds that have descended upon us is the 
opportunity that has been created to implement democratic 
innovations suited for the ground realities of our country. 
The People’s Assembly seeks to lay the foundation for 
such a broadening of democratic participation by active 
citizens.    
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
